LAPORAN AWAL KEMALANGAN UDARA PESAWAT N28JV DI ELMINA 

 

Hari ini, Kementerian Pengangkutan telah menerima Laporan Awal (Preliminary 

Report) Biro Siasatan Kemalangan Udara (BSKU) mengenai kemalangan udara yang 

melibatkan pesawat N28JV berhampiran Elmina, Shah Alam yang berlaku pada 17 

Ogos 2023. 

 

Laporan Awal tersebut memenuhi standard Annex 13 kepada Konvensyen 

Penerbangan Awam Antarabangsa (ICAO Annex 13) yang memerlukan penyediaan 

laporan awal dalam tempoh 30 hari daripada insiden tersebut. 

 

Laporan ini mengandungi pernyataan fakta dan penemuan awal yang telah 

ditentukan sehingga waktu penerbitan laporan ini. Laporan Awal ini harus dianggap 

sebagai tentatif, dan boleh diubah atau diperbetulkan jika terdapat maklumat dan 

bukti tambahan.

Laporan Akhir akan selesai selewat-lewatnya pada Ogos 2024 selaras dengan ICAO 

Annex 13 yang memperuntukkan tempoh 12 bulan dari kemalangan tersebut untuk 

melengkapkan dokumen tersebut. 

 

Kementerian Pengangkutan merakamkan penghargaan kepada usaha teliti BSKU 

dan bertekad untuk memperkasakan keselamatan penerbangan berdasarkan 

penemuan biro. 

 

Kementerian juga ingin mengucapkan terima kasih kepada Lembaga Keselamatan 

Pengangkutan Kebangsaan (NTSB) Amerika Syarikat dan Biro Penyiasatan 

Keselamatan Pengangkutan (TSIB) Singapura atas bantuan yang diberi di dalam 

penyiasatan BSKU melalui Accredited Representative masing-masing dan penasihat-

penasihat teknikal mereka, sama ada di dalam negara atau di luar negara. 

 

Kemalangan tersebut melibatkan pesawat Beechcraft Model 390 Premier 1 yang 

berlepas dari Lapangan Terbang Antarabangsa Langkawi dan terhempas dalam 

perjalanan ke Lapangan Terbang Subang. Tragedi ini meragut 10 nyawa termasuk 8 

penumpang dan krew di atas pesawat dan 2 pengguna jalan raya. 

 

Sekali lagi, Kementerian Pengangkutan menzahirkan rasa simpati dan mengucapkan 

takziah kepada keluarga mangsa.

PRELIMINARY AIR ACCIDENT REPORT OF AIRCRAFT N28JV AT ELMINA 

 

Today, the Ministry of Transport has received the Preliminary Report from the Air 

Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB) regarding the investigation on the air accident 

involving the N28JV aircraft near Elmina, Shah Alam, which occurred on August 17, 

2023. 

 

The Preliminary Report complies with the standards of Annex 13 to the Convention on 

International Civil Aviation (ICAO Annex 13), which requires the submission of a 

preliminary report within 30 days of an accident. 

 

This report contains statements of facts and preliminary findings which have been 

determined up to the time of issue of the report. The Preliminary Report shall be 

regarded as tentative, and is subject to alteration or correction if additional evidence 

becomes available.

The Final Report of the investigation will be completed no later than August 2024, in 

accordance with the ICAO Annex 13, which allows for a 12-month period to finalise 

the document following the accident. 

 

The Ministry of Transport expresses appreciation for the diligent efforts of the AAIB and 

is committed to enhancing aviation safety based on the bureau's findings. 

 

The Ministry also conveys its deepest gratitude to the National Transportation Safety 

Board (NTSB) of the USA and the Transport Safety Investigation Bureau (TSIB) of 

Singapore for providing invaluable assistance in the AAIB investigation through their 

respective Accredited Representative and technical advisors, both in the country 

and abroad.  

 

The accident involved a Beechcraft Model 390 Premier 1 aircraft that departed from 

Langkawi International Airport and crashed enroute to Subang Airport. This tragedy 

claimed 10 lives, including 8 passengers and crew on board the aircraft and 2 ground 

bystanders. 

 

Once again, the Ministry of Transport expresses its deepest sympathy and offers 

condolences to the families of the victims.
