KUALA LUMPUR, 22 MAY- The 14th ASEAN Inter-Parliamentary Assembly Leaders’

convene on Monday, 26 May 2025, at the Kuala Lumpur Convention Centre (KLCC), in
conjunction with the 46th ASEAN Summit.
